The above legislation was Adopted by Council on May 18, 1998 and Vetoed by the Mayor on May 26, 1998.  The legislation was returned to the Deputy Municipal Clerk with the appropriate Veto Message which she read into the record.  Councilmember Muller Moved to Override the Veto and the Motion was properly Seconded.  During the extensive discussion which ensued, Deputy City Attorney Rosalind Rubens responded to questions regarding the affects this legislation could have on the City’s proposal to privatize its water system.  Discussion continued wherein Ms. Rubens clarified that while the legislation had no apparent legal conflicts, it could pose a conflict of interest being that the person so designated to provide oversight in this regard is an employee whose duties have included overseeing certain other contracts with the City that are/ were held by privatization bidders.  She also opined that the legislation presents an encroachment by the legislative branch onto the powers of the executive branch and cited City Charter Section 3-104 in support of the opinion.  City Attorney Clifford Hardwick made clarifying statements during the discussion.  Subsequently, the Muller Motion to Override FAILED by roll call vote due to the lack of a two-thirds majority vote.  Therefore, the Mayor’s Veto was SUSTAINED, and the legislation was consequently FILED.

Following further discussion, the Morris Motion to Override FAILED by roll call vote.  Therefore, the Mayor’s Veto was SUSTAINED, and the legislation was consequently FILED.
