The above legislation was Adopted by Council on July 6, 1998 and Vetoed by the Mayor on July 14, 1998.  The legislation was returned to the Municipal Clerk with the appropriate Veto Message, which she read into the Record.  Councilmember Muller Moved to Override the Veto and the Motion was properly Seconded.  Ms. Starnes requested clarification of (1) Ms. Cooney’s position regarding accepting the position under the conditions imposed by 98-R-1325, and (2) Mr. Pitts’ position about hiring Ms. Cooney as a member of his staff, regardless of the Council’s decision regarding the Veto.  Following Mr. Pitts’ response, Councilmember Muller made closing statements regarding the Motion to Override.  Subsequently, the Muller Motion to Override FAILED by roll call vote due to the lack of a two-thirds majority vote.  Therefore, the Mayor’s Veto was Sustained and the Legislation was Filed.

A Motion to Suspend the Rules of Council was Made, properly Seconded and CARRIED without objection to allow for the following presentations and/or proclamations:

Councilmembers Martin and Dorsey presented a proclamation to The Atlanta Community Fire Cadets.  The Atlanta Fire Department and Private Industry Council sponsor the program.  Participants have the opportunity to experience classroom instruction and laboratory exercises in fire education and first aid cardiopulmonary resuscitation.  The program focuses on fire safety education and awareness in the home and community.  The Council acknowledged members of the fire cadet organization.  Representatives responded with brief remarks on behalf of the organization and thanked members of Council for their support.  The proclamation that proclaimed Monday, August 3, 1998 as the Atlanta Community Fire Cadets Day in the City of Atlanta was read into the Record.

Councilmember Martin presented a proclamation to the City of Atlanta Crime Prevention Team for their participation with the “National Night Out” program established by the National Association of Town Watch.  “National Night Out” is a unique nationwide crime prevention program, which urges cooperative policing and drug prevention within communities across the country.  The 15th annual event asks citizens to (1) keep their porch lights on and (2) to go out into the community and mingle with neighbors to make for a friendlier and safer environment.  Members of the Crime Prevention Team stood before the Council as the proclamation, proclaiming Tuesday, August 4, 1998 as “National Night Out” in the City of Atlanta, was read into the Record.  In conclusion, a representative of the Atlanta Crime Prevention Team urged community participation for the upcoming “National Night Out”.

Council President Pitts presented a proclamation to Mr. & Mrs. Henry Mitchell, owners of Mitchell Brothers Barber Shop located in Southwest Atlanta at Cascade & Fairburn Road.  He recognized the Mitchell family for more than 35 years of outstanding service and commitment to the economic development of the Southwest Atlanta community.
