Attendance at work sessions and public hearings

Council President Pitts remarked on the scarce attendance of Councilmembers at work sessions and public hearings and consequently urged attendance.

Scheduling of Public Hearings/Meetings/Worksession during Evening Hours

Councilmember Bond, per numerous complaints from citizens, requested that the Councilmembers and Committee Chairpersons consider scheduling future meetings, work sessions and public hearings during evening hours so that interested citizens can attend.

Ms. Muller spoke briefly regarding her feelings on how the privatization issue was concluded, the Members’ hard work on certain issues and not so hard work on other issues.  Nevertheless, Ms. Muller summed up her statements with congratulations to Council for a year of hard work on the privatization issue.

Privatization of Water & Sewer Services

Councilmember Martin remarked that he rearranged his schedule to attend the meeting regarding the privatization issue in order to caste his Nay vote but then learned that the meeting date had been changed.  Mr. Martin thanked City Utilities Committee Chairperson Muller who read a letter from him voicing his concerns, into the Record, at the re-scheduled meeting.  Mr. Martin further remarked that “the City gave away the kitchen sink and it will be reflected as time goes on”.

Various Issues Involving the Transportation Committee

Transportation Committee Chairperson Emmons updated Council President Pitts on important issues involving the Transportation Committee.  Ms. Emmons stated that advertising is underway; the bid for the parking contract is getting drafted; Mr. DeCosta hasn’t gotten back with her on the shuttle issue; and the outside independent audit of Hartsfield Airport is in draft form.
