AN ORDINANCE TO REZONE PROPERTY FROM THE C-1-C
(COMMUNITY  BUSINESS-CONDITIONAL) AND THE C-3
(COMMERCIAL RESIDENTIAL) DISTRICTS TO THE PD-OC
(PLANNED DEVELOPMENT-OFFICE COMMERCIAL) DISTRICT
FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 3344 & 3346 PEACHTREE ROAD,
N.E. (FK.A. 3340 & 3348 PEACHTREE ROAD) AND AN
ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 97-0-0167 ADOPTED BY
CITY COUNCIL FEBRUARY 17, 1997 AND APPROVED BY ACTION
OF LAW ON FEBRUARY 25, 1997 REGARDING ZONING
CONDITIONS FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 3340 PEACHTREE
ROAD, N.E., FOR THE PURPOSE OF APPROVING A REVISED SITE
PLAN AND CHANGE OF CONDITIONS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ATLANTA, GEORGIA, as
follows:

SECTION 1. That the Zoning Ordinance of the city of Atlanta be amended, and the maps
established in connection therewith be changed so that the following property located at
3344 and 3346 be changed from the C-3 (Commercial Residential) District and the C-1-C
(Community Business) District, to the PD-OC (Planned Development-Mixed Use) District,
and a new site plan and set of conditions are hereby adopted to wit:

ALL THAT TRACT or parcel of land lying and being in Land Lot 62 of the 17" District,
Fulton County, Georgia, being more particularly described by the attached legal
description.

SECTION 2. That this amendment is approved under the provisions of Chapter 19
entitled, “Planned Development District”, and Chapter 19A through Chapter 19D (as
applicable) of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Atlanta, and the Director, Bureau of
Buildings, shall issue a building permit for the development of the above described
property only in compliance with the applicable provisions of these Chapters and with the
attached conditions.

SECTION 3. That the maps referred to, now on file in the Office of the Municipal Clerk,
be changed to conform with the terms of this ordinance.
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" SECTION 4. That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the terms of this

ordinance are hereby repealed.

for
3344 & 3346 Peachtree Road, N.E. (f.k.a. 3340 & 3348 Peachtree Road, N.E.)

All conditions, but site plan condition, of Ordinance 97-O-0167 adopted by City Council
February 17, 1997 and approved by action of law on February 25, 1997 for the purpose of
approving a revised site plan.

Site plan titled Site Plan Amendment and Zoning Application 3344 Peachtree Road, by
Smallwood, Reynolds, Stewart, Stewart & Associates, Inc. Architects, dated November
8, 2004, and most recently revised on January 10, 2005 and stamped as received by the
City of Atlanta Bureau of Planning on January 24, 2005.

Landscaping will conform to the Minimum Landscape Requirements as defined in
paragraph 2, Section 16-18L.010 of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Atlanta. In
addition, the developer shall provide no less than 8 trees, each no less than 8 feet in
height on the top level of the parking deck.. Balconies, parking lot plantings and similar
non-ground level spaces shall not be included in calculating minimum landscape
requirements. .

Open space requirements shall be as shown on the site plan.

Walkways and other connective measures will be designed to connect and unify the
development with existing and planned walkways within the overall Tower Place
development to facilitate pedestrian movement and internal vehicle movements and
parking as indicated on the site plan.

At such times as access to sidewalks which are located along the Peachtree Road frontage
are temporarily closed due to construction of this development, the applicant shall
comply with Atlanta City Codes regarding sidewalk closure, including, in particular, the
signage requirements of Section 138-65 and 138-67.

The development shall utilize the existing storm-water detention facility located to the
north of the new building site.

No building permit (other than a permit limited to grubbing, grading, the installation of
new or changes in modifications to existing site infrastructure, including alteration of

w1thout written assurance from the City of Atlanta’s Commissioner of Public Works that
~sewer capacity is available and reserved for the site, or will be available to and reserved

: -,for the site prior to the completion of construction. Under no circumstances will a

Certificate of Occupancy or temporary Certificate of Occupancy be issued unless sewer
capacity is confirmed to be available and reserved for the site in writing by said
Commissioner.

All dumpsters and service facilities shall be screened from street level and shall be
located and accessed from the service drive.

All restaurants shall be required to install grease traps or some other device approved by
the City and Fulton County that substantially mitigates the discharge of untreated grease
into the public sewer system. The grease traps or other approved devices must be
adequately maintained and inspections regularly scheduled.

There shall be no adult entertainment uses.

The development shall comply with City of Atlanta ordinances with regard to hours of
construction and noise limitations. During construction, all construction vehicles will be
parked on-site or at other locations provided by the developer and not on the surrounding
public streets, except as authorized by the City of Atlanta. Also, during the period of
construction, the developer will notify the Chair of the Zoning Committee of NPU-B of a
contact name and telephone number which will be answered 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week regarding problems with the construction.

The applicant will not request any administrative site plan amendment which seeks to
change any of the conditions contained herein without first giving notice of such request
to the Chair of the Zoning Committee of NPU-B. However, the applicant will have the
right to request administrative changes in the site plan without such notification so long
as such changes are required to comply with technical permitting requirements of the
City of Atlanta and do not materially: (a)increase the height in stories or square footage
of any building or the number of parking spaces; (b) change any of the uses or location of
said uses specified on the site plan; (c) decrease any exterior setback or the amount of
landscaped area; (d) reduce public access or public spaces; or (¢) otherwise materially
alter these conditions.

Office and retail square footage shall not exceed a combined total of 535,000 square feet
and residential floor area shall not exceed a maximum of 290,000 square feet (calculated
in accordance with Section 16-28.010 (3) of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Atlanta.
The total number of parking spaces on this site shall be between 1530 and 1630.

All of these narrative conditions will be attached to the final site plan filed with the City
of Atlanta.
