A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR,
ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, TO ENTER INTO AN
AGREEMENT THAT RENEWS AND AMENDS
THE CITY’S LEASE WITH PARK PRIDE,
ATLANTA FOR THE CHASTAIN PARK
MAINTENANCE SHED, AND FOR OTHER
PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City of Atlanta (“City”) owns a maintenance shed in Chastain
Park, located at 4001 Powers Ferry Road, N.W_, Atlanta, Georgia 30342 (the
“Shed”), and

WHERERAS, the City has no current use for the Shed; and

WHEREAS, Park Pride Atlanta, Inc. (“Park Pride”) is a non-profit organization
that is dedicated to coordination of volunteer efforts and fundraising to preserve,
maintain, and improve City parks; and

WHEREAS, on April 12, 2000, the City entered a lease with Park Pride (the
“Lease”), whereby the City leased the Shed to Park Pride for $1.00 per year so
that Park Pride could use the space for maintenance operations, equipment storage
and other purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Lease has a term of five years, with three five-year renewal
options; and

WHEREAS, the City and Park Pride wish to exercise the option of renewing the
Lease for an additional five-year term; and

WHEREAS, the Lease currently prohibits Park Pride from sub-leasing or sub-
letting the Shed; and

WHEREAS, Park Pride wishes to share the Shed with the Chastain Park
Conservancy, Inc. (the “CPC”), a non-profit, 501(c)(3) neighborhood organization
dedicated to preserving, maintaining, and improving Chastain Park, and therefore
requires the right to sublet the Shed; and

WHEREAS, Park Pride will not charge the Chastain Neighborhood Association
any money for subletting the space; and

WHEREAS, the Lease should be amended to permit Park Pride to sublease or
sublet the Shed as long as the sublet/sublease is approved by the City.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF ATLANTA, GEORGIA, that the Mayor, on behalf of the City, is
hereby authorized to enter into a Renewal Agreement and Amendment to the
Lease with Park Pride, whereby the City shall exercise its option to renew the
Lease for an additional five-year period, and whereby Section 7 of the Lease shall
be amended to allow Park Pride to sublease or sublet the Shed upon approval by
the City.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City hereby approves Park Pride’s
subletting the Shed to the CPC rent-free.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Attorney is hereby directed to
prepare said Renewal Agreement and Amendment to the Lease for execution by
the Mayor, to be approved as to form by the City Attorney.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Renewal Agreement and Amendment
to the Lease shall not become binding on the City, and the City shall incur no
liability upon the same until such Renewal Agreement and Amendment has been
executed by the Mayor and delivered to Park Pride.

RENEWAL AND FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE

THIS RENEWAL AND FIRST AMENDMENT TO LEASE is made and
entered into this  day of 2005, by and between the City of Atlanta, a

municipal corporation of the State of Georgia, (the “City") and Park Pride Atlanta, Inc.
(“Park Pride”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on April 12, 2000, the City entered into a Lease Agreement with
Park Pride (“Lease”), whereby the City leased to Park Pride a maintenance shed in
Chastain Park, located at 4001 Powers Ferry Road, N.W., Atlanta, Georgia 30342 (the
“Shed™); and

WHEREAS, the Lease has a term of five years, with three five-year renewal
options; and

WHEREAS, the City and Park Pride wish to exercise the option of renewing the
Lease for an additional five-year term; and

WHEREAS, the Lease expires April 11, 2005, but the legislation authorizing the
Lease’s renewal will not be approved until May 2005, and this Renewal and First
Amendment to Lease (“Renewal”) cannot be executed until after the legislation passes.
Therefore, this Renewal shall be effective retroactively to April 12, 2005 and the term
will extend through and including April 11, 2010; and

WHEREAS, Park Pride is currently prohibited from subleasing or subletting the
Shed, but would like the ability to sublet or sublease the Shed contingent upon the City’s
approval.

THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual agreements between the
parties hereinafter contained, and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties
hereto do agree as follows:

1.

The City and Park Pride hereby agree to exercise the Lease’s renewal option,
thereby extending the term of the Lease for an additional five-years, beginning
retroactively on April 12, 2005, and ending on April 11, 2010, unless terminated earlier
pursuant to the Lease.



2.

Section 7 of the Lease, entitled “Prohibition(s)”, shall be amended by deleting the
second bullet point in its entirety and replacing it with the following:

Lessee may sub-lease or sub-let the Maintenance Shed, but only upon
approval by the City.”

3.

Except as amended by this Renewal and First Amendment to Lease, the Lease
shall remain in full force and effect.

4.

This Renewal and First Amendment to Lease shall not become binding on the
City and the City shall incur no liability upon same until this Renewal and First
Amendment to Lease has been signed and attested by Park Pride, executed by the Mayor,
sealed by the Municipal Clerk, and delivered to Park Pride.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the City and Park Pride have executed this Renewal
and First Amendment to Lease in quintuplicate by their duly authorized officers. This
Renewal and First Amendment to Lease shall become effective on April 12, 2005.

»2000by and between the City of Atlanta, Georgia a municipal corporation
within the State of Georgia, hereinafter referred to as “City”, and Park Pride Atlanta, Inc.,
a non-profit organization, hereinafter referred to as “Lessee”.

WITNESSETH:

Whereas, the City of Atlanta and Park Pride Atlanta, Inc. have a long standing
relationship which supports the initiatives which insure that our City parks are maintained
and properly preserved; and

Whereas, the Bureau of Parks desires to assist Park Pride Atlanta, Inc. to
establish a maintenance facility and additional office in an existing Maintenance shed in
Chastain Park at 4001 Powers Ferry Road, N.-W., Atlanta, Georgia 30342, to allow Park
Pride to perform the following functions, educational program functions; and to establish
a permanent base for volunteer and trainee operations and also to store materials, supplies
and equipment; and :

Whereas, the City and Lessee desire to collaborate in the delivery of quality
customer services and programs dedicated to the maintenance of our City Parks; and

Whereas, by Resolution adopted by the Atlanta City Council on the _3rd_ day of

lanuary 2000 and approved by the Mayor on the _11+1 day of Tanuary __, 2004,
hereto marked as “Exhibit A” and made a part hereof by reference, the Mayor is hereby

authorized to enter into an appropriate Lease Agreement with Lessee for its use and
occupation of the maintenance shed.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual covenants
hereinafter contained, it is agreed between the parties hereto as follows:

1.
PROGRAMS AND SERVICES

* Lessee is hereby granted reasonable use and enjoyment of the maintenance shed for
the purpose of providing the following programs, activities and services to the public:



To aide the Bureau of Parks in the maintenance and upkeep of Chastain Park and
other Parks in the City of Atlanta.

To perform educational functions that will include but not be limited to providing
technical systems for maintaining City Parks.

To use the maintenance shed as the base of their maintenance operations.

To use the Maintenance Shed and surrounding area space to store their materials,
supplies and equipment.

Sensitize citizens of all ages to the need to protect the natural resources that currently
exist in City of Atlanta Parks in our region.

Provide janitorial services as needed on a daily basis to maintain the Mamtenance
Shed in a clean and sanitary condition.

To pay for its own cellular telephone services which the Bureau of Parks will require
them to secure for emergency situations that may arise at the Maintenance Shed.

To pay for Heating, Ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) servicing and repair
needs at no cost to the City.

To provide its own security at no cost to the City to the extent Park Pride deems
necessary. (City does agree to provide on a one time basis the repair and servicing of
the existing security system at its discretion.)

To perform renovations, alterations and modifications to the Maintenance Shed, only
as permitted by the Bureau of Buildings with the written approval of the Director of
the Bureau of Parks. No approval shall be required for routine repair and
maintenance.

To insure that all programs run from the Maintenance Shed must be submitted and
approved in writing by the Director of the Bureau of Parks.

To take over the property from the City as surrendered to them in as-is condition.

To insure that no additions to the Maintenance Shed shall be made without prior
written authorization by the Director of the Bureau of Parks.

To insure that no restrictions, hindrances or limitations on public access to the

Maintenance Shed shall be enacted beyond those lawfully applied by the City of
Atlanta.



2.
UTILITIES

The City shall, upon execution and award of the Lease Agreement, cause the
following utility services to be placed or to remain in its name and will assume full
responsibility for the payment or settlement of all debts, bills and associated liabilities:

o Electricity

« Natural Gas

e« Water

o Sewer

o Trash Pick-up (Sanitation)

Lessee shall, upon execution and award of the Lease Agreement, cause the
following utility account to be placed in its name and shall assume full responsibility for
the payment of all bills:

o Telephone
» Security Surveillance

3.
FACILITY IMPROVEMENTS AND REPAIR

Lessee shall, upon execution and award of the Lease Agreement, cause the
development of construction plans and specifications as needed to convert the
Maintenance Shed for use as a facility for housing its employees. Said construction plans
and specifications shall be submitted for review by the Department of Parks, Recreation

and Cultural Affairs within 60 calendar days from the date of execution as first above
written.

Lessee shall, following the review of its plans by the Department of Parks,
Recreation and Cultural Affairs, make application to the City of Atlanta Bureau of
Buildings for a Building Permit if applicable. Lessee shall assume full responsibility for

the payment of all fees and charges as are associated with the issuance of said Building
Permit.

Lessee shall, following receipt of the required Building Permit if applicable, start
its construction in a timely manner so as to finish its construction and receive an
Occupancy Permit for the Maintenance Shed by no later than the first anniversary of the
date of execution as first above written. City reserves its right to periodically assign its
representative to inspect Lessee’s work-in-progress as appropriate.
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City shall, following Lessee’s completion of construction and its possession of an
Occupancy Permit, assume responsibility for the performance of routine repairs. All
routine, non-emergency building repairs shall be performed by City in a manner
consistent with the routine repair and maintenance of all other recreation facilities: e.g.
“first-in, first-out”.

In the event of damages to the Maintenance Shed caused by Lessee’s negligence,
misuse or deliberate act, Lessee shall assume responsibility for effecting all necessary
repairs.

4.
GROUNDS MAINTENANCE

City shall, upon execution and award of the Lease Agreement, provide routine
grounds maintenance consisting of litter and rubbish removal and mowing and trimming
in a manner consistent with the level and frequency of grounds maintenance services
provided to all other city parks.

S.
LANDSCAPE DESIGN SERVICES

City shall, upon execution and award of the Lease Agreement, collaborate with
Lessee in the development of a landscape plan for the leased area and adjoining the
Maintenance Shed. Lessee agrees that the landscape design services contemplated herein
shall be made available on a *“one-time” basis and shall be provided by City in a timely
manner subject to staff availability and the pre-existing work assignments of City’s
Landscape Architects.

6.
INSURANCE/ HOLD HARMLESS

As per attached “Exhibit B”.

7.
PROHIBITION(S)

o Lessee\City understand and agree that Lessee will not engage in any private or
commercial maintenance and upkeep services of private properties while leasing the
Maintenance Shed from the City

o Lessee further understands and agrees that no sub-leasing or sub-letting of the
Maintenance Shed will be accepted by the City.



8.
ADMINISTRATIVE GUIDELINES

The City shall from time to time present to the Lessee, Administrative Guidelines
on behalf of the Bureau of Parks, which the Lessee understands and agrees it will be
complied with by said Lessee.

9.
RENT

Lessee shall pay rent to the City in the amount of $1.00 per year.

10.
LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF PROPERTY

The Bureau of Parks has provided a legal description of the property to the Lessee
which will clearly identify all leased property areas applicable under this lease as
herewith attached as “Exhibit C”.

11.
TERM

The length of this Lease Agreement shall be for a five (5) year period beginning
upon the date of execution as first written above. Upon written mutual agreement, City
and Lessee shall have the option of entering into three (3) renewal periods of five (5)
years each. In no event shall the total length of the Lease Agreement exceed twenty (20)
years.

12.
TERMINATION

Either party to this Lease Agreement shall have the right to terminate the lease
with or without cause by giving, one to the other, a one (1) year written notice of intent to
terminate. All structural improvements\modifications made to the Maintenance Shed and

grounds, upon termination\expiration of this Lease Agreement shall become City of
Atlanta property.

13.
DEFAULT



Failure by Lessee to comply with the requirements set forth herein shall be a
Condition of Default. Such Condition of Default, if left uncured for 30 calendar days,
shall result in the immediate termination of the Lease Agreement.

INSURANCE/BONDING REQUIREMENTS

A. General Preamble

The followmo genera] requlrements apply to any and all leases = ... . .:a

- Compliance is required by all Lessees and Sub-Lessees of
any tier. Insurance/Bondmg requirements are based on information received as of date of
lease. The City of Atlanta reserves the right to adjust or waive any or all
requirements based on receipt of additional information pertinent to this contract.

1. Evidence of Insurance Required Before any modification Work Begins

No Lessee or Sub-Lessee shall commence any work of any kind under this
contract until all Insurance and Bond requirements contained in this lease shall have been
complied with as outlined below, and until evidence of such compliance satisfactory to
the City as to form and content has been filed with the City. The Acord Certificate of
Insurance or a pre-approved substitute is the required form in all cases where
reference is made to a Certificate of Insurance or an approved substitute.

2. Minimum Financial Securitv Requirements

Any and all companies providing insurance required by this lease must meet
certain minimum financial security requirements set forth below. These requirements
conform to the ratings published by A.M. Best & Co. in the current Best's Kev Rating
Guide - Property-Casualty. The ratings for each company must be indicated on the Acord
Certificate of Insurance Form.

For all Contracts, regardless of size, companies providing
Insurance of Bonds under this contract must have a current:

1) Best's Rating not less than_A- and current

i1)  Best's Financial Size Category not less than
Class IX.

1i1) Compames must be authorized to conduct and transact
insurance contracts by the Insurance
Commissioner, State of Georgia, furthermore,
all bid, performance and payment bonds must
be a U.S. Treasury Circular 570 listed
company.

If the issuing company does not meet these minimum requirements, or for any
other reason shall be or become unsatisfactory to the City, written notification shall be
mailed by the City to the lessor who shall promptly obtain a new policy or bond issued by




an insurer acceptable to the City, and shall submit evidence of the same to the City as
required herein.

Upon failure of the lessor to furnish, deliver and maintain such insurance or bonds
as herein provided, this lessor, at the election of the City, may be declared forthwith
suspended, discontinued or terminated. Failure of the lessor to take out and/or to
maintain any required insurance or bonds shall not relieve the lessor from any liability
under the contract, nor shall these requirements be construed to conflict with the
obligation of the lease concerning indemnification.

3. Insurance Required for Duration of Contract

Any and all Insurance and Bonds required by this lease shall be maintained during
the entire length of this lease, including any extensions thereto, and until all work has
been completed to the satisfaction of the City. The City shall have the right to inquire
into the adequacy of the insurance coverages set forth in this lease and to negotiate such
adjustments as reasonable appear necessary.

4. Mandatorv 30-Dav Notice of Cancellation or Material Change

The City of Atlanta shall, without exception, be given not less than thirty (30)
days notice prior to cancellation for other than non-payment of premium or for material
change of any Insurance or Bond required by this contract. Non-payment of premium
shall require ten (10) days notice of cancellation. Confirmation of this mandatory 30
days notice of cancellation shall appear on the Acord Certificate of Insurance and on any
and all Bonds and Insurance policies required by this contract.

5. Citv of Atlanta as Additional Insured

The City of Atlanta shall be covered as Additional Insured under any and all
Insurance and Bonds required by this contract, and such insurance shall be primary with
respect to the Additional Insured. Confirmation of this shall appear on the Acord
Certificate of Insurance, and on any and all applicable Bonds and Insurance policies.
However, this requirement does not apply to Workers' Compensation, Professional
Liability Insurance or Payment and Performance Bonds.

6. Mandatorv Sub-Lessee Compliance

Lessee shall incorporate a copy of these Insurance, Bond and Hold Harmless
requirements in each and every contract with each and every Sub-Lessee of any tier, and
shall require each and every Sub-Lessee of any tier to comply with all such requirements.
Lessor agrees that if for any reason Sub-Lessee fails to procure and maintain Insurance
and Bonds as required, all such required Insurance and Bonds shall be procured and
maintained by lessor at Lessee's expense.




7. Authorization and Licensing of Agent

Each and every agent acting as Authorized Representative on behalf of a
Company affording coverage under this lease shall warrant when signing the Acord
Certificate of Insurance that specific authorization has been granted by the Companies for
the agent to bind coverage as required and to execute the Acord Certificate of Insurance
as evidence of such coverage. City of Atlanta coverage requirements may be broader
than the original policies, these requirements have been conveyed to the Cornpames for -
these terms and conditions.

In addition, each and every agent shall warrant when signing the Acord Certificate
of Insurance that the agent is licensed to do business in the State of Georgia and that the
Company or Companies are currently in good standing in the State of Georgia.

B. Workers' Compensation and Employer's Liabilitv Insurance

The Lessee shall procure and maintain Workers' Compensation and Employer's
Liability Insurance in the following limits, such insurance to cover each and every
employee who is or may be engaged in work under the contract:

C. General Liability Insurance

The Lessee shall procure and maintain General Liability Insurance in an amount
not less than $1,000.000 Bodily Injury and Property Damage combined single limit. The
following specific extensions of coverage shall be provided and shall be indicated on the
Acord Certificate of Insurance:

1. Comprehensive Form
2. Contractual Insurance - (Blanket or spec1ﬁc apphcable to this contract)
3. Personal Injury
4. Broad Form Property Damage
5. Premises - Operations
D. Automobile Liability Insurance

The Lessee shall procure and maintain Automobile Liability Insurance with not
less than $500,000 Bodily Injury and Property Damage combined single limit. The




following extensions bf coverage shall be provided and shall be indicated on the
Certificate of Insurance:

1. Comprehensive Form
2. Owned, Hired, Leased and Non-owned vehicles to be
covered.

In the event the Lessee does not own any automobiles in the corporate name,
non-owned vehicle coverage shall apply and must be endorsed on either the Lessee's
personal automobile policy or the Comprehensive General Liability coverage (c)
required under this contract.

E. Propertv Insurance

Lessee shall procure and maintain Property Insurance covering all forms of risk
on all Tenant Improvements and any other interests of Lessee, if applicable, in or about
the Leased Premises, including inventory, supplies, and other property of Lessee located
at said Premises, insuring against the perils of fire, lightning, extended coverage, perils
vandalism, malicious mischief, glass breakage and sprinkler leakage, in an amount equal
to the full replacement value of Tenant Improvements and any other interests of Lessee in
or about said Premises.

F. Hold Harmless Agreement

In addition to its agreement to obtain and maintain the insurance as set forth
herein above, Lessee agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the City of Atlanta, its
officers, agents and employees from any and all claims against the City of Atlanta, its
officers, agents or employees which arise out of any negligent act or omission of Lessee
or any sub-lessee employed by the Lessee or any of their officers, agents or employees,
and any and all claims which result from any condition created or maintained by the
Lessee or any sub-lessee employed by the Lessee or any of their officers, agents or
employees, which condition was not specified to be created or maintained by this
Agreement. Lessee further agrees that its agreement to indemnify and hold harmless the
City of Atlanta, its officers, agents and employees shall not be limited to the limits of the
liability insurance under this Agreement and the attached specifications.
