The Regular meeting of the Finance/Executive Committee of the Atlanta City Council
was held Wednesday, March 11, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. in Committee Room #2, City Hall
South, 2nd Floor.

Absent: Councilmember Howard Shook

Vice Chairperson Moore called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m. after declaring a
quorum present. The Committee members present were introduced as follows:
Councilmembers Jim Maddox, Carla Smith, Clair Muller and Cleta Winslow. Other
Departmental staff was present as well.

The Agenda was adopted as printed with the addition of three new Resolutions and one
new First Read Ordinance. Minutes of the February 25, 2009 Finance/Executive

Committee were adopted as well.

DISCUSSION ITEM

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE, MEGAN MIDDLETON

Ms. Megan Middleton: Mayor’s Office of Intergovernmental Affairs Manager addressed
the Committee by stating that she will give a full update at the next Finance/Executive
Committee meeting. HB 371 (Pension Fund Investment Bill) passed out of the House.
HB 53 passed out of the House as well. Councilmember Maddox asked about the video
gambling at Underground. Ms. Middleton responded that we are awaiting approval
from the Lottery Board. Councilmember Moore stated that we have legislation to vote
on.

ATLSTAT DEMONSTRATION - DAVID EDWARDS

Mr. David Edwards: Mayor’s Office Program Manager addressed the Committee by
stating that we have a system that will track our performance. We meet every Monday
morning.

Ms. Duriya Farooqui: of the Office of the Mayor addressed the Committee by stating
that the report is given to the senior staff. You can click to review a video. It also
provides data on how to interpret the information. You can review information by the
Department. The mission is presented. At the bottom of the page there is a link to the
score card. She then passed out a handout. The video will walk you through. The
home page has links to other parts of the Country as well. There is a section for
internet users to contact us. The link is for internal users only. It is for ATL analysts
and representatives. Councilmember Maddox asked if it will be on the web. Ms.
Farooqui responded that at this time we don’t know. We will do our best to do that.
Vice Chairperson Moore asked when will it go on line. Ms. Farooqui responded about a
week from now.

2008 COMPREHENSIVE ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT-JIM GLASS

CFO Glass stated that the entire CAFR has been put on the website. It focuses on the
CAFF surface. He wants to start with the General Fund balance, which is in a deficit.
The General Fund had a $94 million dollars ending balance. We presented the
unaudited fund balance of $52.3 million dollars. We have two prior period
adjustments. We had a subtotal of $46.6 million dollars. We had the overtime
settlement. Of the $10.1 million dollars, $4.4 million dollars were for encumbrances.
He was concerned with the substantiation to collect the cash for it. It was a current



receivable. We went back to 2002 and there was not substantiation for that receivable.
He then asked Ms. Leslie Ward to help us to research it. The level of the fund balance
concerns him. There were three groups in agreement of the fund balance. He, the
Auditor and the Rating Agency were concerned about it. The fund balance is $5.7
million dollars. Councilmember Muller stated that it is helpful to add that online. CFO
Glass responded that he would do it as a foot note. The next page is our troubling
fund. E-911 was a broken fund in 2007. It has never covered the full range of the
services. In 2007, we had a $34.1 million dollars deficit and we transferred $7.6 million
dollars and the ending balance is $33.5 million dollars deficit. Underground Atlanta
dates back before the 2002 CAFR. The ending balance is $13.3 million dollars. We do
need to get them refinanced. The fund balance is $52 million dollars. We have been
paying the Debt Service. He found out that we did not accrue revenue during the year
2006 because it was accounted for on a cash basis, which is a certain balance. Under
accruals, when you receive the goods you have to pay that expense at a later date.
Cash is on a paid basis. In 2006, there was an entire half a year gone when we
changed the fiscal year. Enterprise Funds were supposed to be on an accrued basis.
We have an operating surplus that pulled the fund down. The key is the $54.6 million
dollars cash negative. We have $27 million dollars for the closure of the landfill, but it
is not in cash. Councilmember Muller stated that we should have a discussion before
the Budget Hearings. CFO Glass responded that the next one is the Capital Finance
Fund. It has an impact on cash. There was a $29.7 million dollars deficit fund
balance. In 2006, we went from a calendar fiscal year to mid calendar fiscal year.
December 2007 was July 1st 2006 to June 30t 2007. There were funds available not to
have a $62 million dollars deficit. The plan was to fund $20 million dollars from the
GMA to fund some of Oracle, rolling stocks and City Hall East. City Hall East got
caught up in the real estate market. He found that they were bumping up against their
debt level. Vice Chairperson Moore asked if you asked the Auditor to look into it. Who
authorized the purchase of vehicles without the money being there? CFO Glass
responded that the Auditor stated that the funding was anticipated. Councilmember
Muller stated that it should be a guaranteed anticipation. CFO Glass responded that
there should be controls in place. The Auditor has taken it as far as she can.

Ms. Leslie Ward: City Internal Auditor addressed the Committee by stating that she
has discussed many issues with CFO Glass. Several months before Finance gave us
documents regarding these issues. We have a memo that gets at some of the
background regarding this. CFO Glass added that right now the policy is taking the
request and saying no. He is looking at $146 million dollars negative. Next year he will
include a section on the cash pool and show the equity amounts of it. We have
enclosed the MOUs. Cash Pool is a polling of all cash and funds. The $116 million
dollars in MOUs was when the books were closed. It can change. It is used by many
governments. It reduces the bank to invest short term. It is short term borrowing as
well. The ending balance is $116 million dollars deficit and in 2006 it was a deficit of
$65 million dollars. The Auditor’s seen this and we need to enter into a form of
repayment. We also want to issues some TANs. It has to be closed out monthly and
balanced. We will go out for the TANs in June. Councilmember Muller asked if there is
any problem with credit and the ability to borrow. CFO Glass responded that our credit
rating is A.

Mr. Wayne Placid: addressed the Committee by stating that he is with Southwest
Company stating that the rating is —-AA. You will have access to the market.
Councilmember Moore asked if the product is out there and available. Mr. Placid
responded that there will be investors available, but they are looking for a higher yield
than before. CFO Glass asked how high. Mr. Placid responded it is estimated about 50
to 60 base points. It is a .6 for half a point. The base would be in the 5% range.
Continuing, CFO Glass stated next is the cash flow timing difference. Until we bill the
necessary Reserves, this is something that needs reinstituting again. Solid Waste
should have advanced billing. We tried billing internally, but we were not successful.
Councilmember Maddox asked about the monthly billing. CFO Glass responded that
bi-monthly is one way, but you would have to hire people to do it. Dr. Ferdinand can
collect it with the tax piece. Next year it is going to be tight. The remaining negative is




$10 million dollars. We do target a surplus on everything we propose a budget for. The
City would need about $100 million dollars in the General Fund. We budget a 5%
Restricted Reserve. If we get ourselves to achieve that amount, you can achieve $100
million dollars over 4 to S years. The revenues will turn. Vice Chairperson Moore
asked about having declining reserves and operating deficits with an economic growth.
CFO Glass responded that page #150 states that the general fund balance was $150
million dollars, next year it will be $142 million dollars and in 2006 it was $92.9 million
dollars. You have a deficit from an operating fund. Councilmember Muller stated that
at the beginning we talked about putting money into the Reserves. CFO Glass
responded that they are referring to the Pension Unfunded Liability. We put cash into
the Pension Fund based on the actuary. He didn’t address it because we are
contributing what we are supposed to be. Some of what has to be done has to be done
with new employees and changing the State statute. The budget was not balanced with
revenues. There was a General Fund balance of $94 million dollars and a piece of it
was moved and used to fund expenses. Councilmember Moore stated that a lot of this
has not been shared when we were trying to adopt the budget. Ms. Ward added that it
was apparent in 2008. When we started doing one recommended practice we should
have been forecasting. The City was way over estimating every year. We were spending
the fund balance. Councilmember Moore stated that we did not have a good revenue
number. Ms. Ward responded that the tendency was to get liberal. Vice Chairperson
Moore stated that we need a solution. CFO Glass responded that we don’t have a
solution. It shows that the City does not have a good track record and now that you are
in hard times we are to be concerned about you. It is not a bad rating, but we need to
establish a track record of operating in the black. As the economy turns, it would cure
the deficits. They are telling us that what we have done in the past is our track record.
Councilmember Muller asked if they are aware of the changes we made last year. Vice
Chairperson Moore responded yes, they are. CFO Glass added that they asked how did
we cure our deficit and stay in the black. He stated that we would have to dip into the
Reserve. Councilmember Moore stated that the Council needs to be involved in it. CFO
Glass responded that we will have a meeting with Chairperson Shook to discuss it. Vice
Chairperson Moore asked about the housing market not taking a toll now, but in 2010.
CFO Glass responded yes, Mr. Donaldson is working closely with Fulton County.
Councilmember Winslow stated that she is disturbed about our bond ratings. We were
told that there was a possibility for our ratings to shift. Did we spend everything
including the Reserves? CFO Glass responded that there is a Reserve in the Fund
Balance that is small. Page #150 of the CAFR is that the budgeted Restricted Reserves
were dipped into and had a deficit. He will provide the numbers. Non Departmental
costs 23% of the budget, Public Safety is 54% of the budget and Council is 2% of the
budget, which means that 79% of the budget is of those elements and everything else is
21%. Councilmember Moore stated that if you cut out 20% that is not public safety, it
would not be much. The Mayor has stated that 56% to 58% is personnel costs.
Councilmember Maddox stated that we are talking about 23% of taxes we get means
that the solution is new sources of revenue. The only opportunity is new sources of
revenues. We are trying everything we can to allow for other options. CFO Glass
responded that we are talking about areas where we can cut services.

Sergeant Scott Kraher: President of the International Brotherhood of Police Officers
addressed the Committee by stating that we are having concerns with the Worker’s
Compensation situation. Over the last year or two Ms. Mickey Walker has
systematically denied worker’s compensation for Atlanta Police Officers that have been
shot or injured on the job. These Officers have put their lives on the line. Up until the
last couple of years they have received their standard care. These Officers need day to
day equipment and care. These Officers are in pain because they are not receiving the
treatment they need. Ms. Walker has denied their claims. Councilmember Maddox
asked if they are getting the treatment at a later date. Sergeant Kraher responded that
they are getting it after fighting for it. CFO Glass stated that he received the letter from
Sergeant Kraher on last Friday and has a meeting with Sergeant Archangelou. He has
the Controller investigating it. He is very concerned about it. It troubles him that they
are not getting their care. Councilmember Maddox stated that he is equally concerned.
What grounds are they are denying it on? CFO Glass responded that he just received
the letter and is having it investigated. He has asked his staff person about it and she
pulled out information regarding the laws and regulations for worker’s compensation.
Councilmember Maddox stated that he is concerned if it is something that will cost the
City more money later. Sergeant Kraher asked about the COPs Grant of $4 million
dollars that will be shared with Fulton County. We need to pay attention to how it is
spent. The funds are available for salaries, such as furloughs. He then gave the legal
opinion of the Police Officers furlough position.

FORWARD WITH NO RECOMMENDATION ON CONDITION

Deputy Chief Turner: of the Police Department addressed the Committee by stating
that we want to mandate a paper to add $250,000 to facilitate the move from City Hall
East to the new Public Safety Headquarters.

Mr. Bob Shealey: of the Mayor’s Office of Special Projects addressed the Committee by
stating that this will complete the major construction. They will finish the contract for
the move. Vice Chairperson Moore asked where will the money come from? Deputy
Chief Turner responded that the money is coming from the Red Light Camera funds.
Vice Chairperson Moore stated that she thought the money was General Fund Revenue.
Why is the sky going to fall if it is not passed? Mr. Shealey responded that the money
would generally come from the Capital Budget funds. This plan has been in place for
six months. The furniture is being completed along with the phone system. Timing is
very critical. Vice Chairperson Moore stated that if we accept it, we would come back to
it. Councilmember Muller asked how much money does the Red Camera bring in?
Deputy Chief Turner responded that this is money collected from the past.
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Councilmember Maddox offered a motion to accept the paper today, 4 Yeas. CFO
Glass stated that there is money in the account, but it is a Trust Account.

Mr. Peter Andrews: Senior Assistant City Attorney addressed the Committee by stating
that it does not say what it can be used for. Red Light Camera is for public health, etc.
We have not had a chance to finalize this. Vice Chairperson Moore stated that we
should Hold this. Mr. Pridgeon asked for a motion to move Forward with No
Recommendation on Condition because it would not come to Full Council until April
20th,  Vice Chairperson Moore stated that her problem is that here at this meeting is
where we should have the information. She guess the revenue anticipated was
supposed to be budgeted another way. Councilmember Maddox offered a Substitute
motion to move Forward on Condition by providing the information by Monday.
Councilmember Winslow asked if we borrowed $1.2 million dollars for furniture. Mr.
Shealey responded that it was $2.8 million dollars from Wachovia for modular
furniture. We have 230 Police Officers in small areas. Councilmember Winslow stated
that she wants to make sure we are not doing something illegal. Senior Assistant City
Attorney Andrews responded that he has not had the opportunity to look at it. We will
have an answer by Monday. CFO Glass asked what happens with the 60% used. Mr.
Shealey responded that it is about 30% smaller. We are using less paper and smaller
computer equipment. The new work station is 4 x 5. Instead of over 400 we are able to
put over 600. The new chairs are 3 % inch wider. We are going to use some of the
furniture at the Public Safety Annex. We originally budgeted $3.5 million dollars for the
Annex. Councilmember Winslow stated that in the near future we need to stop
borrowing. Mr. Shealey responded that the Beltline is already being paid back. It is
considered a Capital Lease. Councilmember Smith stated that she supports it because
crime is a huge problem in her District. Vice Chairperson Moore responded that she
will not support it. It does not have anything to do with crime. What does this
company do? Mr. Shealey responded that they work for municipality agencies. They do
small renovations and not large construction orders. They will move the file cabinets,
etc. Vice Chairperson Moore asked about preparing the furniture. Mr. Shealey
responded that there are certain modifications that you don’t want to spend on large
contractors. One task is construction modification, number #1 is the interview room for
detainees, we had to include additional capabilities. We are changing to a more secure
area for the interviews. These were anticipated in the original budget. This company
will 1) make the modifications, 2) modify the interview rooms to make them more
functionable, and 3) move 360 people with all of their materials. It includes IT people to
break down the computers. We will have IT people put them back up. The actual move
is for the first weekend in April. Vice Chairperson Moore asked if you will come back
and ask for more money. She then asked about the time line. Mr. Shealey responded
that it is the relationship with the Operation Center and the E-911 Center. We have not
planned to keep E-911 joint operations.

Ms. Katrina Taylor: of the Department of Public Works addressed the Committee by
stating that we found that there are no stipulations on how to spend the money. There
is no legislation. We are looking at using funds we have such as sidewalk hazards.
Vice Chairperson Moore asked how did you determine that is where the money is.
Deputy Chief Turner responded that this is the first time we received transferred funds
from Public Safety funds. Vice Chairperson Moore stated that we should not say that
this is Public Safety money. Ms. Taylor responded that we are paying them for a
service. Councilmember Maddox stated that is why we want to move forward. Mr.
Pridgeon responded that we will provide the information. Councilmember Smith stated
that we just approved two more red light cameras to help improve traffic.
Councilmember Maddox offered a motion to move Forward With No Recommendation
on Condition, 4 Yeas, 1 Nay. Vice Chairperson Moore stated that she wants the task
order, time line, future costs, original budget and how much has been spent and areas
taken care of.

Councilmember Maddox
offered a motion to Approve on Condition of bringing in a Substitute that would
reflect where it is in the legislation body, 4 Yeas.

It would control all operations at the
Airport. Councilmember Maddox asked who introduced it and what area are they from.
Ms. Middleton responded Representative Smith out of Watkinsville, in the Athens area.
Councilmember Maddox offered a motion to Approve, 4 Yeas. He then asked if anyone
was trying to do anything for the City and not trying to harm us. There has to be some
changes over there. We have the busiest airport that is run better than any other in the
U.s.

Mr. Carey Duncan: addressed the Committee by stating that the State is not trying to
do us in. They want us to explain how the money is spent. Are the figures correct?
Over the years we have had smoking mirrors. We need someone who can furnish the
new Mayor with confidence. The former CFO gave the City an F. We must have
confidence in our government. Watershed Management has to show us the books. You
have to listen to the people. The collection of the .25 cents was never accounted for.
There are consequences with using video gambling. Councilmember Moore stated that
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there are municipal forms of government. Council gets the last word at the end of the
day. The question is if Council uses it authority.

General Larry Platt: addressed the Committee by stating that Councilmember Moore is
a strong eagle. The money needs to go to the poorer Districts. He likes what she stands
for at City Hall. We need to help feed the hungry.

Concluding, Mr. Duncan added that people are saying that the change will come with a
new Mayor. It will not if Council does not make decisions and agree to disagree.
