Chairperson Adrean called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m. after declaring a quorum
present. The Committee members present were introduced as follows: Councilmembers
Felicia A. Moore, Howard Shook, Alex Wan, C.T. Martin, Aaron Watson and H. Lamar
Willis. Other Departmental staff was present as well.

The Agenda was adopted as printed with one new First Read Ordinance and one
Resolution. Chairperson Adrean offered a motion to accept the Walk In Papers, 5
Yeas.

Councilmember Martin offered a motion to hear from the public regarding the Personnel
Paper. Councilmember Shook suggested that we apply time limits because of the length
of the Agenda. Chairperson Adrean stated that the time limit for public comments is
three minutes. Councilmember Martin stated that if they wish to say more they can do
so at the end of the meeting.

Chairperson Adrean gave the public an opportunity to speak:

Mr. Dave Walker: addressed the Committee by stating that the Mayor needs to give
every employee a raise or no one gets one. It is unfair to show partiality.

Mr. Ali Wilson: addressed the Committee by stating that he is here to speak on the
closing of Constituent Services. They help the citizens with housing, jobs, etc. There
are certain things you can’t cheat yourself on.




Mr. Leon Tate: addressed the Committee by stating that he has concerns with the
closing of Constituent Services. Most City governments are strapped for funds these
days. The City needs to stop outsourcing their services. He is sick and tired of City
government laying down and opening their legs to the private sector. This is a huge
issue.

Rev. Eric Thomas: addressed the Committee by stating that he is here to speak on the
Office of Constituent Services and the funding for Police raises. There needs to be a
connection with community partnerships.

Dr. Steven Lee: addressed the Committee by stating that he is a fifteen year resident of
the City. He has concerns with the Personnel Ordinance regarding Constituent Services
and Community Centers. We need the community centers open. Not to have those
programs is an outrage.

Ms. Rudine Crawford: addressed the Committee by stating that the most vital office
you have in the City is Constituent Services. Her plea is for that Office to remain in
place. Her second plea is that every Recreational Center in Atlanta should be opened.

Mr. Michael Green: addressed the Committee by stating that he is a first time
homebuyer in the City of Atlanta. The Office of Constituent Services has helped him
tremendously. They answer to the needs of the citizens.

Mr. Curtis Bratton: addressed the Committee by stating that he is here to support the
new Mayor and his Administration. He has been like a breath of fresh air. He has put
in new initiatives. Cities across the United States have budget problems, but we do not
need to eliminate the Office of Constituent Services.

Mr. Walt Bellamy: addressed the Committee by stating that he is here to give support
to the Office of Constituent Services. Since Mayor Reed has been in office there have
been 1028 calls to the Office of Constituent Services and 768 have been adhered to. We
are aware that they reach out to grieving families in the City, etc.

FORWARD WITH NO RECOMMENDATION ON SUBSTITUTE AS
AMENDED

Councilmember Moore asked what is the difference between the Substitute and the
original paper. Commissioner Dickerson responded that the difference is the number of
positions in the paper. There is a difference of 245 positions, 1350 positions have



actions and the original paper had 1595. She will go through and summarize the
paper. Councilmember Moore offered a motion to accept the Substitute, 6 Yeas, 1
Nay. She then asked which positions are critical.

Ms. Katrina Taylor-Parks: Mayor’s Office Deputy Chief of Staff addressed the
Committee by stating that she has the list and will provide it to the Committee. We also
have the summary. Councilmember Moore asked is your answer going to be everything
you have in the paper. Commissioner Dickerson responded yes. Ms. Taylor-Parks
added that 300 to 320 are not critical. Councilmember Shook asked what are the
changes? Commissioner Dickerson responded that the changes are strike outs and the
additions are in bold. The savings are at the bottom of the page, which is about $2.3
million dollars in the general fund. Councilmember Shook sated that he has an
amendment. He thinks that the paper came to us very late, which makes it difficult.
We don’t have time to go through all of the transactions. Last year’s paper had less
actions than this year. His amendment will delete the 112 Council positions, the
proposed 3.5% step for Police, deletes the incentive pay for the Department of Human
Resources employees who receive certificates, deletes 55 creations, deletes out 6 above
entry authorizations, deletes 45 position reclassifications with higher encumbrances
and deletes salary adjustments. His intent is to do a budget amendment to take the
Personnel money and do a special account and the Administration would have 90 days
to revisit all of the Personnel Actions and give them the opportunity to go to the
Committee of purview and receive their blessings. Any monies left over would go to the
Restricted Reserves. Councilmember Martin asked if these are positions that people are
in. Councilmember Shook stated that he wants to hold the transitions. They are not
being abolished. The transactions have already been made, but they need Council’s
approval. Commissioner Dickerson responded that you are freezing the funding. Mr.
Aman added that there are abolishments that offset the creations. Some will find
themselves terminated. That would be a problem. Councilmember Shook stated that
we should do away with the Personnel Paper. Commissioner Dickerson responded for
example if you freeze the transaction, it is the funding for a person’s job. Chairperson
Adrean asked if the person has already been moved. Commissioner Dickerson
responded they have not. The paper proposes the action. Mr. Aman added that a
number of abolishments are offset by creations. You would be better off with taking no
action at all. Councilmember Moore asked have any of the actions seen any of the
benefits. Ms. Taylor-Parks responded yes, throughout the entire paper. They were
temporary actions. Councilmember Moore asked under what authority is that possible
except for Rifs. Acting City Attorney Andrews responded that they created temporary
positions. Commissioner Dickerson added that there is a summary of the worksheet.
There are a number of positions that are filled out of class. Councilmember Willis
stated that the Personnel Paper is always challenging. We have a new Mayor who has
to wait until months to make personnel changes because of the budget cycle. Mr.
Aman responded that there needs to be some adjustment. The Code does allow for
temporary positions. Councilmember Moore stated that the fiscal year does not have
any bearing at all. We could have had a Personnel Paper early on. There is nothing to
exclude the Administration from submitting legislation. We need a more open process.
Mr. Aman responded that if we hold the paper there will be a budgetary gap.
Councilmember Martin stated that in this document it appears to be all of the things
that the Departments wanted to do. The last paper had a 8/7 vote. Are you trying to
shut down City Hall. There is no need to penalize this Administration. Let’s just vote.
Councilmember Shook stated that if this paper does not achieve anything it is a waste.
This paper came in late and Council involvement in personnel actions does not count.
He will withdraw his amendment. Councilmember Willis stated that we need to get the
Personnel Paper much faster going forward. Mr. Aman responded that he provided the
paper as fast as he could. We also have to wait on a number of other things.
Councilmember Moore stated that there should be more scrutiny. Councilmember Wan
offered a motion to move Forward With No Recommendation as Amended and the
Administration to come back with information regarding positions that would cause
problems. Commissioner Dickerson responded that would work. There are three
positions that had Desk Audits performed. One of them is in the Department of
Finance and two in the Department of Information Technology. Mr. Aman added that




our intention is to come to you and show you what we are proposing, not what has
happened. Councilmember Wan offered an amendment to delete all of the above
authorizations, salary adjustments with the exception of the three Desk Audit positions
and delete the HR certifications. Between now and Monday the Administration will
provide the information. Chairperson Adrean asked if the Police 3.5% is in this paper.
Commissioner Dickerson responded that it is in the Substitute. Chairperson Adrean
stated that on last Friday there was a Work Session to ask questions. She understands
that everyone was not able to attend. Councilmember Martin stated that he is waiting
on Monday to address a lot of the issues. He is not excited about this paper. He has
not seen the Substitute, how many people have seen this. Councilmember Shook
stated that the Administration has seen it and he heard about it. Councilmember
Martin stated that we should not be playing ambush games. Mr. Aman responded that
we can hold the salary adjustments, above entry, delete the 112 Council positions and
the HR certifications. Councilmember Martin asked the Administration if they can live
with the amendment. To aim something at one or two people is not good. The motion
to Approve the Amendment, 3 Yeas, 1 Nay 2 Abstentions. The motion to move
Forward With No Recommendation on Substitute as Amended, 4 Yeas, 1 Nay, 1
Abstentions.

Ms. Luz Burrero: Mayor’s Office Deputy Chief Operating Officer addressed the
Committee by stating that she wants to speak to the Streetcar Project. She then passed
out a presentation. We want to apply for $72 million dollars for the streetcars. This
project has been embedded heavily with the community and the Council. This is a
much larger project than the one the Administration plans to submit to the federal
government. This project has been included in all of the transit plans. It is part of the
plan that was currently approved by Council and part of the Beltline transit. The
partnership includes the City, Downtown CIP and MARTA. Today we are asking for
consideration to apply for federal funding. We have an opportunity to receive three
years of funding. Councilmember Moore asked if given with time can we skip to the
questions. It appears that there is other funding outside of the $1 million. Ms. Burrero
responded that this Grant authorizes a 20% match. Central Atlanta Progress has
agreed to a match of $10 million dollars and in addition the City through General
Obligation Bonds an issue of $10 million dollars. Chairperson Adrean asked how much
money would it take to pay that Debt Service.

Ms. Clair Coleman: Senior Assistant City Attorney addressed the Committee by stating
that we will not issue General Obligation Bonds, but it would be a debt obligation. The
City would have an opportunity to issue Economic Recovery Bonds. There is a proposal
coming forth to create an Urban Redevelopment Agency authorized to issue debt. We
will issue into an Intergovernmental Agreement with URA. It would have a $10 million
dollars for the Streetcar along with 30% for other projects such as bridges and
infrastructure needs. Councilmember Moore asked how much can the general fund
hold. Ms. Burrero responded yes we have had that discussion and we have the capacity
to issue the Bonds at fifteen or twenty years. Councilmember Moroe asked how much
are the payments. Acting CFO Council responded that he would provide the
information. Chairperson Adrean stated that we had a debt discussion with Ms.
Carman Pigler and we do not have the capacity to take on more debt. We have a $750
million dollars backlog in infrastructure and the streetcar was not part of it. Senior
Assistant City Attorney Coleman responded that there are other initiatives to pay down
debt. Acting CFO Council added that there is no room for General Obligation Bonds.
Chairperson Adrean stated that the money is still being paid back with taxpayer’s
money. Ms. Burrero responded that this legislation is to submit an application. This is
asking for $1 million in operating costs, not the $10 million dollars. That legislation
will be at the next Finance/Executive Committee meeting. Councilmember Moore
stated that if we get the Grant, we are committed. How long are we committed to the $1
million dollars. Ms. Burrero responded up to $1 million dollars and it is to be approved
with the budget. Councilmember Moore asked who makes up the difference? Ms.
Burrero responded that $1 million from Hotel/Motel tax. The recipient is MARTA and
the occupant is the City. We have not yet created an operating organization.
Councilmember Moore asked for a copy of the IGA. Ms. Burrero responded that we are
using the previous IGA from last year when we received authorization by City Council to
apply. We are now asking to do the same thing except for this year we are asking for
matching funds. Councilmember Willis stated that the discussion we have to have is
how do we obtain a certain portion of spending. He has concerns that the City is going
to be double paying more than anyone else. Councilmember Young stated that we need
clarity with the information provided. We have got to address the one penny sales tax.
Councilmember Shook asked if the $10 million dollars will close our 20% of the match.
Ms. Burrero responded that it is $22 million dollars and $12 million dollars is for other
infrastructure. Chairperson Adrean stated that we will Hold this paper. Ms. Burrero
responded that July 16t is the deadline to apply for the Grant.

Chairperson Adrean stated that we have a Substitute.

Ms. Clair Coleman: Senior Assistant City Attorney addressed the Committee by stating
that the Substitute clarifies that we will check with the Leaseholder’s interest with
Fulton County. Councilmember Martin asked if we are holding for the Budget.
Councilmember Young stated that we have had a lengthy discussion with Fulton
County. The community says that too often cases are bound over to Fulton County.
We used to be able to prosecute under our jurisdiction. The consequences of it are that
our public safety is lost and broken. The Public Defender and Solicitor’s Office have
had cuts of 60% in personnel costs. Profits are the consequence of a well ran judiciary.
Please give them an opportunity for their destination. Councilmember Martin asked
Mr. Aman has he seen the Substitute.

Mr. Peter Aman: Chief Operating Officer addressed the Committee by stating that he
looked at it briefly. The amendments that we submitted will achieve the same funding
level of $1.4 million dollars. We are in agreement. Councilmember Martin stated that it
is $181,000 for Municipal Court, $600,000 for the Solicitor and $202,000 for the Public
Defender. We want this to be funded every year if there are funds in the Trust Fund.
Councilmember Young stated that when this paper was written the amendment did not
exist. He wants to keep the paper Held until we have an opportunity to do what needs
to be done. He thanked the Administration for their amendments.

FAVORABLE ON SUBSTITUTE ON CONDITION

Councilmember Moore stated that this does deal with the Budget. It is a key
component of the Budget. It is not prudent to enter into Intergovernmental Agreements
with legislation that has blanks in it. Chairperson Adrean stated that Councilmember
Moore has a right to vote it down. Councilmember Moore stated that she does not
appreciate the comment on her right to vote it down. The issue is that she wants to
make it clear if she does not support it or not. We have not had due discussions. It is
irresponsible for her to do that. She wants to put it on the record and make it clear to
the public why she would vote no. Councilmember Watson offered a motion to move
this paper. Today we will make a lot of inconvenient choices. Councilmember Martin
stated that he understands the rationale of this paper. We will be dealing with the ICE
and Marshals Program. He raised the question of how we can save between
transportation, court time, etc. Mr. Aman responded that the intent was to provide the
information on today. We will explain the numbers and the operation plan. The
turnaround time may be several days or several weeks. Councilmember Martin asked if
you will keep the same amount of people. Mr. Aman responded that 230 employees are
retained for the whole year and will lose 70 employees. Councilmember Martin stated
that his concern is the employees. Councilmember Moore asked if there is a Substitute
that fills out the blanks. Senior Assistant City Attorney Coleman responded that there
is not a Substitute. Councilmember Moore stated that her copy refers to Exhibit “A”.
Senior Assistant City Attorney responded that she will pass out the correct copy.

The Honorable Judge Crystal Gaines: addressed the Committee by stating that she is
here to speak to the Court’s position. The Court is in support of it. It would increase
our Judge time with court cases. The Courts will be open on Friday. We will do video
arraignment for the Jail. We have a couple of proposals about in-house arrests and
electronic monitoring. Councilmember Willis stated that you said that you support it at
this time.

Mr. David Bennett: Mayor’s Office Policy Advisor addressed the Committee by stating
that we decided to pull back from the deal with Fulton County and offer an alternative.
It is a cost effective way and it will save us around $2.5 million dollars in operations.
The South Fulton Regional Municipal Jail was created in partnership with Palmetto,
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Union City and Fairburn. It has 322 beds. They have offered a one year contract to
house 200 plus beds. We have been in numerous discussions with them. This
proposal has the most value to us. We will continue to do intake and have our Grady
contract. It is $1 million dollars less than Fulton County costs. The operating cost is
about $22.5 million dollars with subtracting revenues used from the Trust Fund of a
net operating cost of $15 million dollars. We can always use Fulton County as a long
term use. This contract changes the conversation with Fulton County. Councilmember
Willis asked why didn’t we seek options in the first place. Mr. Bennett responded that
Fulton County submitted to us their standard Agreement and we made many
modifications. We are retaining our Court operations. Mr. Aman added that there are a
number of Jails in the region. We looked at market prices for jail services because it is
a competitive market. Councilmember Moore asked what are the projections for
inmates that have to have medical offsite services? Mr. Bennett responded that he
would provide the information. We have a contract with Grady. Councilmember Moore
asked if they are long term and what is the policy. Mr. Bennett responded that they
have transportation and we are budgeting for three trips a day.

Ms. Pricilla Doggett: Interim Chief of the Department of Corrections addressed the
Committee by responding that we do have the projected figures, but we do have a 90
day assessment and planning period. We would look at the fuel costs. At the end of
the assessment and planning period we will have the cost. Currently, we have a total of
315 inmates, which is broken down with the pre-trial inmates of 178 and sentenced
inmates of 138. Because of the summer months there will be an increase in inmates.
We are looking at keeping inmates with 5 days or less here at the facility. We will be
looking at the inmates with medical treatment. We will transport to Grady and back to
South Fulton. Councilmember Moore stated that we don’t know exactly what the
savings will be. She wants to see the financial backup. Chairperson Adrean stated that
she is glad the Administration has moved forward with not waiting to see what Fulton
County is going to do. It gives us alternate flexibility. Councilmember Martin offered a
motion to accept the Substitute. Councilmember Bond stated that he encourages the
Council to listen to Councilmember Moore because the full financial implications are
not there. To use those large buses back and forth on a daily basis is costly. We will
not realize the savings that is anticipated. If you are going to pass this paper do it With
No Recommendation. Councilmember Martin stated that we have asked for the
financial analysis. Do they cover all of the items that were brought up? Mr. Bennett
responded that it is not broken out. Councilmember Martin asked how did you come to
the decision of the cost? When we receive bad information, we can’t make a decision.
We could Hold it for a couple of hours until the information is received. Mr. Bennett
responded that we do have a line item budget. Councilmember Martin offered a friendly
amendment to Hold on Condition of receiving the financial analysis by Monday
along with the monitoring process for management proposes. Councilmember
Moore asked what is a long term sentence? What is the largest sentence? Ms. Doggett
responded that we are looking at the inmates that come into the facility. We will look at
inmates sentenced ten days or more. Councilmember Moore asked what is the
maximum? Ms. Doggett responded up to a year. Councilmember Wan stated that this
paper creates an option for the City. He offered a motion to move forward on this.
Councilmember Willis and Chairperson Adrean agreed. Councilmember Moore offered a
motion to bring the Substitute forward, 7 Yeas. Councilmember Moore stated that
she will not be supporting Approval on Condition. Councilmember Martin offered a
motion to Approve on Substitute on Condition of providing a financial analysis and
the monitoring process by Monday, 5 Yeas, 2 Nays. Chairperson Adrean stated that
we will not count the savings until we do it.

Councilmember Moore stated that she gave the Committee a copy of a letter she
provided. She will go over the high points. The budget will go into a deficit because of
deficit spending. The reasons the 2010 budget is in the black is because of cutting
expenses and a huge tax increase. The Recreational Centers were one of those cuts as
well as furloughing employees along with Police and Fire and closing City Hall on
Fridays. The collections will have reductions next year as well as other reductions.
Property assessments will be based on what is going on in the neighborhood. She
seems to be the lone voice on this issue. If you are going to incur new expenses, you
have to find the funds to cover them. We may be heading for another round of
furloughs, tax increases and layoffs. The budget can be amended after the budget is
adopted so we should not make hasty decisions. We are treating this budget like a
credit card. Her amendment is to restore the Corrections Department for one year
because we could have an opportunity to look at more options. She also has an
amendment for the rescue boat for areas with water waves. She included an additional
$1 million for Fire Station #23. She has an amendment for the Office of Constituent
Services. The Mayor has a budget of $3.7 million dollars and her amendment retains
$1 million dollars. She proposes to keep the pools open and maintain them. We can’t
afford to do everything this year. We wanted to make sure that they accomplished what
they want. She is not against the Centers of Hope. We do not spend every penny we
have and roll some of these things out. She reduced the Police’s budget and increased
the budget for a Grass Cutting Crew. The projected end balance is a little more than
what the Administration proposes. We need to look at the Officers we just hired from
the Grants Program because soon they will be coming onto the City’s payroll. Increased
employees will mean increased pension and health costs. Finally, she stated that we
need to talk about the other funds. She then offered a motion to Approve her
amendments. She did accept a friendly amendment such as the Pay and Class Study.
She is ready to vote the amendments up or down and welcome anyone’s friendly
amendments. Chairperson Adrean stated that you are a true conservative and
appreciates the history. She has come up with amendments that capture some of the
ones you have proposed. Councilmember Moore offered a motion to Approve the
Amendments, 1 Yea, 6 Nays. Councilmember Martin stated that he appreciates
Councilmember Moore’s approach. He was hoping for a Special Called meeting before
we vote on the Budget. He is hoping to take all of the amendments and come with a
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consensus document. His proposal is to put $3.3 million dollars in the Department of
Parks, Recreation and Cultural Affairs budget to also help with music festival events.
In Police Services he is glad there is some modification there. Chairperson Adrean
stated that she is flexible except for the fact that the Administration is saying that we
have unspent money of $10 to $18 million dollars. She would be uncomfortable with
dipping into $18 million dollars. She has some consensus, but that does not mean the
conversation is over. She started out with the Administration’s budget of $558 million
dollars and she did not take any money out of the Centers of Hope. She took out the
step increase because it is not a good time to do it. We would be out of step to do
anything for anyone. She would like to have a discussion in 2011 for the Pay and Class
Study. Councilmember Martin asked about a flat bonus. Chairperson Adrean stated
that she does not have anything in her budget for compensation. She did include
funding for the rescue boat because most of the flooding is in her and Councilmember
Moore’s Districts. Councilmember Wan asked about line item #6. What is the process?
Chairperson Adrean stated that she supports funding the Municipal Court and the
Public Defender’s Offices. Councilmember Young’s amendment is to use Trust Fund
money. She wants a separate amendment to fund them. Councilmember Wan asked
about line item #15. Chairperson Adrean responded that in line item #15 the
Administration projected $6 million dollars in pension savings for new hires. She did
not want to spend that pot of money. Councilmember Wan stated that he wants to add
to the amendment $1 million dollars for Fire Station #11 and an additional position in
Parks. Chairperson Adrean stated to do that she would like to pull $1 million dollars
from somewhere else. Councilmember Wan stated that we could get $1 million dollars
from the pension savings. Councilmember Willis stated that in general he is supportive
of the changes. Councilmember Shook asked if the Administration has any proposed
amendments. Mr. Aman responded that we do have some updated numbers, but they
are the same line items. Councilmember Shook asked if what is budgeted for Fire is
insufficient. Councilmember Wan responded that we were told in order to open Fire
Station #11, Fire Station #23 would likely be closed and it would impact Fire Station
#29. If we don’t fund the $1 million dollars it would be stretching everyone. He is not
comfortable with having brownouts. Councilmember Shook asked if the Chief comes
up, he will be speaking what he has been told to say.

Mr. Joel Baker: Interim Chief of Fire and Rescue addressed the Committee by stating
that the eighteen positions needed for Fire Station #11 without the $1 million dollars
would be used for three rolling lieutenants and three rolling sergeants. Councilmember
Martin asked how would Councilmember Wan’s amendment help? Interim Chief Baker
responded that he cannot say that a brownout won’t happen, it is more than staffing
level. The $1 million dollars covers the staffing issue, not the apparatus.
Councilmember Willis stated that it is not making sense to him where the $1 million
dollars will go. He has not seen a spreadsheet. Interim Chief Baker responded that he
would provide the information. The spreadsheet includes the staffing level and relief
factor. Councilmember Wan clarified that the $1 million dollars is specifically for
proper staffing and not for Fire Rescue budget. Interim Chief Baker responded that it is
more than six positions. Chairperson Adrean stated that she is confused because
during the Departmental Briefings you said it was a double company and had eighteen
positions and Station #23 would not be closed. Now you are saying that you need these
six floating people and you do not have the funding for Fire Station #23. Interim Chief
Baker responded that he is saying if we don’t get fully staffed of 32 people. We are
already approved to get eighteen positions. The additional fourteen people will give us a
relief factor. It includes pay and benefits. Councilmember Moore stated that it is very
disturbing for this City to open a brand new Fire Station while closing another one. We
know what brownouts are like. Councilmember Willis stated that he wants to know
what it takes to do the job completely. He wanted to know what would be gained with
the $1 million dollars. It is his job to ask questions. Mr. Aman responded that in Police
and Fire we are understaffed sufficiently. We are hitting it most of the time. It is far
more excessive than $1 million dollars. Our response time is about half that it should
be. Interim Chief Baker added that we have not had a brownout since March 10, 2010.
He does not favor one community over another one. The reason we choose Fire Station
#11 is that the daytime population has increased. None of our Fire Stations are fully
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staffed. There are some that use paramedics and have more staff. Chairperson Adrean
stated that we have an amendment on the floor for $1 million dollars for the Fire
Rescue. She supports the amendment. With the amendment we would be spending
$11 million dollars, the estimated range of our Reserve would be between $32.9 or
$40.9 million dollars. Councilmember Martin asked if the Court and Public Defender
would be offset by $1 million dollars. Councilmember Martin stated that the employees
have not had any kind of compensation for years. We need to have the discussion
regarding the working conditions of the employees. Councilmember Moore asked about
the first amendment. Chairperson Adrean stated that there is a savings of $1 million
dollars from the jail. The savings from the jail and the Courtroom is not in there. The
jail was funded at $16.1 million dollars, but now with the new contract it is funded at
$15.4 million dollars. It is part of the $557 million dollars budget. Councilmember
Willis stated that Interim Chief Baker explained to him why they needed the money,
which includes the parking decks. Chairperson Adrean offered a motion for the
Amendment, 4 Yeas, 2 Nays. We would need a new amendment for the Courts of $1.4
million dollars. Councilmember Martin offered an amendment to the budget of $1.4
million dollars for the Courts. Councilmember Shook asked if it would accomplish the
same thing with Councilmember Young’s paper. Councilmember Moore stated that the
Jail Trust Fund is not available because the Administration will use it for the Jail. We
have to vote to put it in there. Chairperson Adrean asked if the entire Trust Fund
would be exhausted. Mr. Aman responded yes it would. We will recapture $2.5 million
dollars toward our amendments. Acting, CFO Council responded that currently, we
have about $1.4 million dollars in the Trust Fund and by the end of the year it should
be $1.6 million dollars and by the end of 2011 it should around $3.2 or $3.5 million
dollars. Chairperson Adrean asked if we could use the Trust Fund for Courts and the
Public Defender operations.

Ms. Duriya Farooqui: Mayor’s Office Deputy Chief Operating Officer addressed the
Committee by stating that the Trust Fund cannot be used until we continue to operate
the Jail. We have added funding into the general fund for the Courts. The $2.5 million
dollars will offset the costs. There are some upcoming repairs to the Jail. Chairperson
Adrean stated that funding for the Municipal Court will come out of the general fund.
Councilmember Shook offered a motion to Approve as Amended, 5 Yeas, 1 Nay, 1
Abstention.

He
could provide information by projects at a later date. Chairperson Adrean asked Mr.
Aman if there is any outlook for utilizing the funds. Mr. Aman responded that we will
go through all funds. We believe that of the $78 million dollars $2 million dollars can
be rationalized in the next couple of months to offset the general fund. All of the funds
have to be consistent. Councilmember Shook stated that we do use the mass of our
time on the general fund. The Capital Budget has been adequately discussed. He then
offered a motion to Approve, 5 Yeas, 1 Nay, 1 Abstention.

Councilmember Moore stated that these papers have major policy issues and should
not be voted on today. Chairperson Adrean stated that we will discuss 10-0-0907, 10-

0906, 10-0-0910 and 10-0-0912 deals with existing employees and will not be
discussed today. Councilmember Moore stated that she has not been given any
information regarding changing the pension plans. She will not be supporting these
papers. June 30t is not the end of the world and we can make changes and amend the
Budget. Chairperson Adrean stated that this is a business decision. We are taking
action to do something about pension plans. We are putting ourselves out of business
because of our pension plans. Mr. Aman stated that we want to provide the information
today regarding the pension plans. Currently, today the pension plans uses 20% of our
General Fund. That is something that we cannot continue to sustain. We understand
that this is a very difficult topic. In the next year we will be addressing the Pay and
Class Study and Social Security, but we can’t wait a year to address the pension issues.
This plan is required by State Law. We are moving back to the 1999 plan. Chairperson
Adrean asked if the three Pension Boards are in favor of the plan. Mr. Aman responded
yes, they voted in favor of the change for new hires. Councilmember Watson offered a
motion to Approve 10-0-0907, 10-0-0909 and 10-0-0911.
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Mr. Eric Atwater: Actuary for Segal and Company addressed the Committee by stating
that page #1 looks at the plans for non-vested employees, who will be new hires. It
describes the orders. We do actuaries and evaluations for the General Employees only.
We looked at the Fire and Police numbers and will have an answer on Friday.
Councilmember Moore asked about page #2, 1st Section, last two bullet points. What is
the assumed investment return? Mr. Atwater responded 8%. Councilmember Moore
asked what vehicle can you get at 8% return? Mr. Atwater responded that was the
average. We see them coming down to 7.5%. We are looking at a 30% to 50% horizon.
Councilmember Moore stated that she will not be supportive of this today. We had a
8% on the 2005 and 2009 changes and the pensions are out of whack. How can we
meet this now? Mr. Atwater responded that we study all of the assumptions and 8% is
for the majority of plans. Councilmember Moore asked what has been the
performance? Mr. Atwater responded that over the last ten years O given the history of
the stock market. Using 7.5% or 8% is not unreasonable and he stands by it.
Councilmember Moore asked for the history of investment returns. Mr. Atwater
responded that he would contact the person and provide the information to her.
Councilmember Moore stated that she does not have the actuary report. She then
asked about the Police and Fire Plan. Mr. Atwater responded on page #12 at the start.
All of this is used to explain our methodology. Right now the City has a current
problem. Page #13 shows the actual accured liability. For all of the plans it is $3.2
billions. Page #14 the annual cost is broken down. The piece for current employees
does not change. We made the future costs a small piece of the pie. It is a very
technical concept. We have a page in the back of the book that explains our
methodology. Councilmember Moore asked how do you determine the number of new
employees. Mr. Atwater responded that when employees leave, we rehire employees to
replace them. Councilmember Moore asked what is the rolling number. Mr. Atwater
responded that all of it is in the actuary. Chairperson Adrean asked how sensitive is
the percentage? What if you used a lower percentage? Mr. Atwater responded that as
you lower the percentage, your liability costs will increase. If the percentage is 6%, it
would move to 25%. Chairperson Adrean stated that the assumption of people living
also increases the liability. Mr. Atwater responded that we use the mortality table. We
don’t want to change the assumption until every five years.

Continuing, Mr. Atwater stated that page #6 shows that it is roughly $7.6 million
dollars in savings across all funds and will probably double in ten years. Chairperson
Adrean asked what is the projected savings for new employees along in the general
fund. Mr. Atwater responded page #8 shows it is $1.5 million dollars. Fire and Police
numbers will be updated and provided by Friday. Councilmember Wan asked about
page #8. Mr. Atwater responded that the general fund employees data should show
January 2009 instead of January 2008. Councilmember Shook asked if this
information is different from what we received a few weeks ago. Mr. Atwater responded
that the change is updated accurate information. Most of the savings will come from
Fire and Police plans. Councilmember Watson offered a motion to Approve, 6 Yeas, 1
Nay. Councilmember Moore stated that she is voting no because these papers can be
waited on because she has not seen the Actuary Report, but she is in approval of
making changes to the pension plans.
