Chairperson Moore called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m. after declaring a quorum
present. The Committee members present were introduced as follows: Councilmembers
Yolanda Adrean, Howard Shook, C.T. Martin, Kwanza Hall, Michael Julian Bond and
Aaron Watson. Other Departmental staff was present as well.

Chairperson Moore stated that the Agenda is approved as printed, 4 Yeas. The minutes
of the Finance/Executive Committee of May 30, 2012 were Approved, 4 Yeas.

DISCUSSION/PRESENTATION

3t Quarterly Financial Report, Jim Beard, CFO

Ms. Carol King: Chief of the Office of Budget and Fiscal Policy gave a presentation
regarding the 3rd Quarterly Financial Report. Councilmember Adrean asked about the
projected expenses of $508 million dollars. Wouldn’t comparing apples to apples be
more appropriate including the $27 million dollars in Reserves? She then stated that
page #42 shows $545 million dollars in revenue. Ms. King responded that we are not
using the $545 million dollars fund balance. Councilmember Adrean asked if the $535
million dollars include the $6.9 million dollars. Ms. King responded yes. The
Committee Recessed from Finance/Executive for a Transportation Public Hearing at
1:35 p.m. The Finance/Executive Committee meeting Reconvened at 3:15 p.m.

Invest Atlanta and the Recreation Authority books. Councilmember Adrean stated that
Councilmember Sheperd stated that she is against this Amendment. Councilmember
Watson asked what will get funded for Invest Atlanta. Ms. Farooqui responded that
they are going through their budget to see what can be delayed or not funded. It would
be delegated to economic development. Councilmember Martin stated that he assumed
that this would give us the opportunity to look at economic development projects for our

Districts. Councilmember Watson asked about the 18 positions for the Recycling
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Program. Ms. Farooqui responded that they approve of it. Councilmember Martin
asked about the pay recommendations. Ms. Farooqui responded that we have not
brought forth an Amendment regarding the 82.5%. Councilmember Martin offered a
motion to Approve the Amendment to withdraw $500,000 from Invest Atlanta, 5 Yeas,
1 Nay.

Councilmember Martin asked what is the difference?

Ms. Yvonne Cowser-Yancy: Commissioner of the Department of Human Resources
stated that there are 446 actions. The Department of Watershed Management starting
on page #47 Section is smaller because we pulled out the Reorganization. Chairperson
Moore asked if the abolished positions are filled. Commissioner Yancy responded no,
all of the positions are vacant. Chairperson Moore asked to receive the information for
Watershed Management. She also asked for information regarding the Extra Help
positions in all Departments and the reason for moving positions around.

Ms. Jo Ann McCrina: Department of Watershed Management Commissioner stated
that we have chemist and biologist positions, but no enologists. They combine all of the
scientists together and how habitat is affected. The ecologist does the field work. They
will assess and design. Chairperson Moore asked about the Recycling Program.

Mr. Dexter White: Deputy Commissioner of the Department of Public Works stated
that. We have 25 additional rear loaders and can rent some vehicles. The whole City
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will have the 96 gallon bins. The bid opens June 26t and will take about 6 weeks to
distribute.

Mr. Hans Utz: Deputy Chief Operating Officer stated that this is an incentivized
program. Councilmember Shook stated with a larger bin thee will be more trash.
Chairperson Moore stated that if you are increasing the recycling, there should be an
incentive. She would like to see more employees doing other things such as right of
way cuts, etc. instead of recycling. Mr. Utz responded that it is six crews we are talking
about instead of twelve. Councilmember Martin showed a picture of a street with a lot
of vacant houses, overgrown weeds, etc. When all of the bins are delivered, what will
the people do then? Mr. White responded that they would become part of the recycling
crews. It will be on the same day as trash pickup. Councilmember Adrean asked if
there is an Amendment to go with the action for 18 new positions for recycling. Mr. Utz
responded yes. Councilmember Watson stated that if the volume is not going up, then
why hire more staff. Mr. White responded that the volume is going up. Mr. Utz
responded there are two trucks on a route instead of one and a half.

Continuing, Councilmember Adrean asked why is the Graffiti person on page #43 above
hire? Commissioner Yancy responded that this person will be using technology.
Councilmember Adrean stated that she wants to make sure that there is equity. She
then asked about the new Community Engagement Director. Commissioner Yancy
stated that this person will assist the Recreation Director. Councilmember Shook
asked about page #11, Construction Supervisor. Commissioner Yancy responded they
would speak to it. Councilmember Adrean asked if the Women Incubator the same as
the Violence Against Women. Commissioner Yancy responded yes. Chairperson Moore
stated that there seems to be inconsistency. Commissioner Yancy responded that this
person is head of Communications for the Mayor. Councilmember Martin asked when
were the Council positions voted on? Councilmember Adrean responded that the vote
will be today. These are Amendments we voted on at the Special Called meeting. The
other three positions are taking three funded positions that are Grade 24 and
reclassifying them to Senior positions. There was also $100,000 set aside, $30,000 for
technology and $70,000 for staff. She then stated there are no encumbents and they
are vacant positions. The attempt is to have a placeholder and make recommendations.
Chairperson Moore stated that the first two positions were voted on at the Special
Called meeting and the three in the middle are created positions where as we are
changing them to Senior level, which are vacant positions as well. The final position is
a Deputy Director. Ms. Farooqui added that the $2.3 million dollars set aside is to
handle a Citywide approach. Chairperson Moore asked if there is money aside to go to
82.5%. Ms. Farooqui responded yes, about a few hundred thousands. Councilmember
Watson proposes that the $70,000 should apply to everybody.

Ms. Leslie Ward: Internal Auditor provided a letter from the External Audit Committee.

Ms. Gina Pagnatta: President of PACE stated that she has reservations about the
Watershed positions. Are the 31 positions with encumbents promotions? Will the
employees without encumbents lose money? Does the Code Enforcement Officers have
to reapply or will they be transferred. She also asked about the Graffiti positions. Will
the employees hired at mid-point be part of the employees of the 82.5%? Commissioner
Yancy stated that the positions created is at the discretion of the Department whether
to hire internal or external. The Code Enforcement positions are additional creations
along with the positions transferred from Buildings. We did not make a
recommendation for a across the board pay increase. The standard is 82.5% of the mid
point.

Captain Jim Daws: President of Fire and Rescue Union stated that the Pay and Class
Study done by AON does not show the accuracy of the Atlanta Fire Fighters pay. Mr.
Utz stated that after the Experience Study there may be money left over. We would
have to do the analysis. Councilmember Bond asked how long does it take?
Commissioner Yancy responded about four months. Councilmember Bond asked if the
funds could be rolled over for a step increase for the Firefighters. Mr. Utz responded
that any savings any Department has goes into the general fund entirely.
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Councilmember Bond stated that in 1998 firefighters were paid the same. In the past
we sometimes did step increase 6 months later.

Brother Mahammad: stated that there are plenty unemployed youth who can work

with the Recycling Program.

Mr. Ron Shakir: stated that he saw a study that showed that Atlanta is one the City

where people would like to live. Councilmember Watson offered a motion to Approve
on Condition of receiving the Experience Study for Fire and Rescue, 4 Yeas, 1 Nay
(Moore), 1 Abstention (Shook).
