(“Gartner”) for Research and Advisory services for one (1) year beginning May 1, 2011,
and ending April 30, 2012, pursuant to Ordinance 11-R-0650 adopted by Atlanta City
Council on May 2, 2011, and approved as per City Charter Section 2-403 on May 11,
2011; and

WHEREAS, Gartner’s research and advisory services enable the CIO to make decisions
based on the best possible information and planning assumptions, develop negotiation
strategies based on proven successful negotiating techniques, obtain assistance in
preparing specifications for RFP solicitations, in addition to other services designed to
assist in the long-term assessment, planning, and implementation of organizational
technology goals and objectives; and

WHEREAS, the Georgia Technology Authority (“GTA”) entered into an agreement with
Gartner, as a sole source for technology research and advisory services, however, GTA’s
sole source designation may not substantially meet the sole source requirements in
Atlanta City Code, Article X; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Information Officer has identified GTA Contract Number 9800-
SS001 with Gartner as a source for a cooperative purchase of Research and Advisory
services; and

Hundred Dollars And No Cents ($82,700.00).
