AN AMENDED ORDINANCE TO WAIVE ARTICLE X, PROCURMENT AND REAL 
ESTATE CODE, OF THE ATLANTA CODE OF ORDINANCES, AUTHORIZING THE 
MAYOR OR HIS DESIGNEE TO EXTEND THE AGREEMENT WITH PATTON 
BOGGS LLP FOR FC-5184, CONSULTING AND LOBBYING AT THE FEDERAL 
GOVERNMENT LEVEL, ON A MONTH-TO-MONTH BASIS, NOT TO EXCEED SIX 
(6) MONTHS, ON BEHALF OF THE DEPARTMENT OF AVIATION AND THE 
DEPARTMENT OF WATERSHED MANAGEMENT, IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO 
EXCEED ONE HUNDRED FIFTY THOUSAND DOLLARS AND NO CENTS 
($150,000.00); 5501 (AIRPORT REVENUE FUND) 180105 (AVIATION PUBLIC 
AFFAIRS) 5212001 (CONSULTING PROFESSIONAL SERVICES) 7563000 (AIRPORT 
FUNCTION ACTIVITY) ($70,000.00); AND 5051 (WATER & WASTEWATER 
REVENUE) 170101 (DWM COMMISSIONER OF WATER) 5212001 
(CONSULTING/PROFESSIONAL) 1320000 (CHIEF EXECUTIVE) ($80,000.00); AND 
FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 

WHEREAS, the City of Atlanta ("City") entered into an agreement with Patton Boggs, LLP 
("Patton Boggs"), for FC-5184, Consulting and Lobbying at the Federal Government Level, to 
provide legislative representation in Washington, D.C.; and 

WHEREAS, the initial agreement expired on April 30, 2012 and the 90-day extension was 
granted, which expired July 29, 2012; and 

WHEREAS, Patton Boggs has assisted in setting up meetings for various staff members of the 
Executive Branch while in Washington, D.C.; and 

WHEREAS, Patton Boggs continues to identify potential federal opportunities for the City 
relative to appropriations, grants, and federal programs; and 

WHEREAS, after review and evaluation of Patton Boggs' work over the past year, the 
Departments of Executive Offices, Aviation and Watershed Management recommend extending 
the agreement for FC-5184 with Patton Boggs LLP on a month-to-month basis, not to exceed six 
(6) months. 
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THt COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ATLANTA, GEORGIA, HEREBY ORDAINS as 
f011ows:

SECTION 1:  That the Mayor is authorized to extend the Agreement with Patton Boggs LLP for 
FC-5184, Consulting and Lobbying at the Federal Government Level, applying the same terms 
and conditions, on a month-to-month basis, not to exceed six (6) months, in an amount not to 
exceed One Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars and No Cents ($150,000.00). 

SECTION 2:  That the provisions of Article X, Division 4, Section 2-1206 of the Atlanta City 
Code relating to the extension of contracts for a period of ninety (90) days is hereby waived to 
the extent that the initial Agreement is extended in excess of that limitation. 

SECTION 3:  That the Agreement will commence effective July 30, 2012 on a month-to-month 
basis, not to exceed six (6) months. 

SECTION 4:  That all payments from the Department of Watershed Management ($80,000) will 
be budgeted in 5051 (Water & Wastewater Revenue) 170101 (DWM Commissioner of Water) 
5212001 (Consulting Professional Services) 1320000 (Chief Executive). 

SECTION 5:  That all payments from the Department of Aviation ($70,000) will be budgeted in 
5501 (Airport Revenue Fund), 180105 (Public Affairs Division), 5212001 (Consulting 
Professional Services Account). 

SECTION 6:  That the Chief Procurement Officer is hereby directed to prepare appropriate 
documentation for execution by the Mayor. 

SECTION 7:  That the extension will not become effective and the City will incur no liability 
under it until documentation has been executed by the Mayor or his designee and delivered to 
Patton Boggs LLP.
