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The Regular meeting of the Finance/Executive Committee of the Atlanta City Council
was held Wednesday, March 27, 2013, at 1:00 p.m. in Council Chambers, City Hall
South, 2rd Floor.

Chairperson Moore called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m. after declaring a quorum
present. The Committee members present were introduced as follows:
Councilmembers Howard Shook, Yolanda Adrean, Alex Wan, Aaron Watson, Natalyn M.
Archibong and C.T. Martin. Other Departmental staff was present as well. Chairperson
Moore stated that the Agenda is Adopted as Amended with three new First Read
Ordinances and one new Resolution 5 Yeas. The minutes of the Finance/Executive
Committee of March 13, 2013 were Approved, 5 Yeas.

DISCUSSION ITEM

Legislative Update:

Ms. Megan Middleton: Mayor’s Office of Intergovernmental Affairs stated that
tomorrow is day 42 and the last day. The Conference Committee is meeting on the Gun
Bill. HB 127 passed the House Committee and is sitting in the Senate. It continues to
use the tire $1 fee for what it is intended for or stop using it. Chairperson Moore asked
if they would take a dollar for disposal. Ms. Middleton responded that they would
continue what they were doing and it has always gone to the general fund.
Councilmember Adrean stated that it says that they are passing a Law to use funds for
its designated purpose. Ms. Middleton responded that they have not taken the fees out.
The purpose is still there, but they did not change the language. HB 226 is on the
calendar for tomorrow. It would bring the tire law into compliance. Chairperson Moore
asked about HB 143. Ms. Middleton responded that it will cover campaign filing. She
will provide an update. There are limits. Page #3, HB 125 is the bill for annual
reporting for affidavits for utilities. There is federal reporting that is required. It is in
Conference Committee. Councilmember Watson asked if HB 264 will pass. Ms.
Middleton responded it is in the Senate Committee and will not move for now.
Councilmember Adrean asked about HB 512. Ms. Middleton responded that it is with
SB 101, which allows for military 18 or over that have gone through basis training to
carry a gun. Councilmember Adrean asked about carrying a gun in public buildings.
Ms. Middleton responded that if you have a county or state property without security,
you can walk in with a gun. Chairperson Moore asked about HB 541. Ms. Middleton
responded it passed the House and Senate. HB 171 is the redistricting of Fulton
County and it passed the House. It would take effect next year. HB 347, which is the
Board of Elections seated and nomination is for Fulton County. It passed the House
and Senate and is going to the Governor. HB 447 creates the power of Judges. It could
affect City Judges, an additional $6000 per year. Homestead Exemption is in the
Senate and will not pass and it is dead. HB 594 passed for classified service employees
for Fulton County. If they are currently classified and switch to another position, they
would become unclassified. Councilmember Adrean asked if you seen them reach into
a County aggressively before. Can they do it to a City? Ms. Middleton responded yes,
they can. There are 159 Counties in the State and just one gets picked.
Councilmember Watson asked if we had on our Agenda working to prevent HB 541.
Ms. Middleton responded that Council has spoken out about it. We did not want to get
tied up in others politics. Chairperson Moore stated that we did have discussions. We
had a Resolution and it died. Based on timing, we did not take a Council position.
They knew the City was interested. It ended up on our list because we had concerns
about it. Councilmember Watson stated that it is critical to us to work with it next
year. Chairperson Moore stated that we were even going to introduce something, but
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we did not want to jump up without all of the information first. In the next Session we
will get on it early. Councilmember Martin stated that you have to get involved in the
Governor and Senate race as well. It is not too late for us to say something. Ms.
Middleton responded that a house worth $150,000 or under do not have to pay
property taxes in Fulton County if that paper is passed. Chairperson Moore asked
about page #6, water rates. Ms. Middleton responded that HB 41 passed the House
Rules. Councilmember Adrean asked about the Tax Assessment. Not passing it is that
their match is going from 10% to 30%. We now have to put up 30% instead of 10% for
not passing the Transportation Investment Act. Ms. Middleton responded that she
would send out updated report after the Governor three days to pass.

Mr. Hans Utz: Mayor’s Office Deputy Chief Operating Officer stated that it is
anticipated that the $250,000 is for parks. Councilmember Watson asked if there is a
definition of infrastructure. Mr. Utz responded that he means traffic signals, lights,
sidewalks, etc.

Mr. Williams
responded that we are paying for both. We asked them for strategies for footprints.
Chairperson Moore asked how is it going to be integrated if City Council needs to
upgrade their copiers. Mr. Williams responded that this company will assist in leases.
We will have someone directly here. Councilmember Martin asked if we are charging
them rent. Mr. Williams responded no. Councilmember Martin stated that he wants it
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in the Agreement. Councilmember Archibong stated that she heard a rumor regarding
us getting away from copiers and printers. Mr. Williams responded that the toner and
supplies cost a fortune. We are trying to get away from it. Councilmember Adrean
asked if the City tried this one time before. Mr. Williams responded that we had a
centralized printing shop. Chairperson Moore stated that it is not that it did not work,
but we had budget issues. Councilmember Shook offered a motion to Approve, 6 Yeas.

The Law Department has looked at it. Councilmember Adrean asked for the distinction
between the new legislation and the old legislation regarding the time line. Chairperson
Moore stated currently you can’t protest.



Ms. Angela Hinton: Senior City Attorney stated that previously a person could protest
ten days after the process. It makes information available much faster.
Councilmember Wan stated that it does not change at all, but it says that documents
are available three days after the Committee votes on the paper, not the Council. They
could make the request at the meeting and have a response three days afterward. It
used to be eight days after the Mayor’s signature. Chairperson Moore asked if they
could file a protest before the Mayor signs it. Senior City Attorney Hinton responded
yes. The changes are access to information. This addresses making the information
available more quickly. Councilmember Shook stated that Finance/Executive
Committee will be submitted to be armed with information/requests. Chairperson
Moore stated that they would not have the information before the Committee meets.
Senior City Attorney Hinton responded that the response from Council will be the same
as is before. Chairperson Moore stated that if something occurred, Council will make a
decision to move forward. Councilmember Adrean asked what point does the
interaction changes from answering or meddling in Procurement. Senior City Attorney
Hinton responding that it is when the body is not legislaturing, but making a
determination. Chairperson Moore stated that if we have concerns about it, we can vote
it down. Councilmember Adrean asked what are the rules in regards to public
speaking? Senior City Attorney Hinton responded that is privileged advice.
Councilmember Martin stated that the issue is that the public is trying to get privileged
information. Senior City Attorney Hinton responded that they could be trying to get
information on one of their competitors. Someone can use Council to get information
instead of going to the Procurement Officer. Who really manages the process? We need
a flowchart. We should Hold it until we get the flowchart. Chairperson Moore stated
that this has been on Hold a long time. Senior City Attorney Hinton responded that she
drafted this based on best practices. The information is limited to what they can receive
with this timeframe. She would like us to come up with an avenue instead of waiting
until the Mayor signs it. Councilmember Martin asked if Procurement is working on
anything for the public to get a better understanding.

Mr. Dave Chapman: Deputy Procurement Officer stated that we are working on a plan
to have Workshops for Council to wunderstand the procurement process.
Councilmember Adrean asked Mr. Chapman if he is okay with the list. Chairperson
Moore stated that a flowchart will not help this process. Councilmembers had concerns
with the task.

Councilmember Wan asked about accidents taking place. He wants to know if there is
an evaluation.

Ms. Katrina Taylor-Parks: Mayor’s Office Deputy Chief of Staff stated that there are
about three iterations of this paper. They are not guaranteed an opportunity. We
looked at motor vehicle accidents and think it is a good idea. Councilmember Wan
stated that he is skeptical about waiving the Procurement Code for Sole Sources. DCFO
Smith responded that this conversation has been ongoing and she will find out how it
was initiated.

Mr. Peter Andrews: Deputy City Attorney stated that we have talked to Procurement
about your concerns about when the 120 days are up. Ms. Parks added that under the
no cost trial Section, we acknowledge that there has to be legislation to have a trial.
There will be 175 cameras in vehicles. Councilmember Shook asked how is a camera
supposed to prevent accidents? Mr. Utz responded that when an accident happens, we
are answering to it after it occurs. This allows us to see if there is risky behavior. We
can respond and identify the behavior. The camera is covering a buffer. It is not
permanently recording, but it records an accident or slamming on breaks.
Councilmember Shook stated that he is concerned about disputing claims. He does not
see the advantage. Why not just get rid of person causing the accident. Mr. Utz
responded that some of the risk behavior does not lead to accidents. Chairperson
Moore stated that she has been made aware of that we don’t have the exact
maintenance. How did we decide on this particular vendor? Ms. Parks responded
that Mr. DeLoach made the decision. The program kickoff was today. The equipment is
in, but has not started yet. Councilmember Adrean asked if we brought GPS equipment
for vehicles yet. Ms. Parks responded that this is for the Departments of Watershed,
Public Works, and Parks. Mr. Utz added that it serves a different purpose. The GPS
will come with the camera. Councilmember Adrean asked about the Be It Further
Resolved Clause, they can enter into a contract without Council approval beyond the
120 pilot period. Deputy City Attorney Andrews responded that it should be a period
after Mayor approves it. Councilmember Martin stated that he has concerns and wants
to approve it because he supports Mr. DeLoach. Does someone else make this identical
device? Ms. Parks responded no, this is for a trial basis and we will do a procurement
bid process after the trial. Councilmember Martin asked about the 50 Event Recorder?
Ms. Parks responded that is the name of the equipment. Chairperson Moore asked
what company does Police use. Mr. Utz responded Watchguard. We are not giving the
impression that no one can do it at all. Chairperson Moore stated that we do not need
to use a concept that has been used before. Mr. Utz responded that it is not the
camera, but the aggressive driving concept. Chairperson Moore asked what else is
being recorded. Mr. Utz responded speeding, seat belt safety, handling of steering
wheel, etc. We are looking at safety driving. Chairperson Moore asked when will an
employee know they are being recorded? Mr. Utz responded that the whole intent of the
program to convince drivers to drive more safely. Chairperson Moore asked have you
started the pilot with the employees. Mr. Utz responded no, we have not started the
pilot yet. Councilmember Archibong urged staff to do the educational piece first. Ms.
Parks responded that we brought this because we were made aware of this. We had
been placed on notice. We want to protect ourselves while we have the equipment. We
started educating departments on yesterday. If the Council passes this, we will have
time to educate employees while you are on Recess. Councilmember Martin asked
about the terms. Ms. Parks responded that it was negotiated for a new trial basis.
Councilmember Adrean asked if there is a cost to remove the cameras. Ms. Parks
responded no. All of the questions associated with cost can be addressed prior to Full
Council meeting. Councilmember Wan stated that if after the trial period and we don’t
go through the Procurement process, he will be critical. Councilmember Shook offered
a motion to move Forward With No Recommendation, 4 Yeas, 1 Nay (Adrean).
