WHEREAS, special inspections and quality control testing is required for the Concourse C Midpoint 

Expansion and several airfield improvement projects (“Projects”) and the Aviation General Manager has 

determined that it is desirable and in the City’s best interest to assign this project to ATL, QA, A Joint 

Venture, comprised of NOVA Engineering and Environmental, LLC (NOVA), and Materials Managers 

and Engineering, Inc., (2M) under the Contract.
