WHEREAS, the City of Atlanta (“City”) received entitlement funding from the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development (“HUD”) for the year 2010 Emergency Shelter Grant Program for
projects supporting services for the homeless; and

WHEREAS, the City has a balance of Forty-Seven Thousand Three Hundred Sixty-Seven Dollars and
Sixteen Cents ($47,367.16) remaining in the 2010 funding year; and

WHEREAS, HUD has granted the City a 90-day extension to expend the funds for shelter operation
activities; and

WHEREAS, it isin the best interest of the City to grant the remaining funds to the Georgia Law Center
and Traveler’ s Aid of Metropolitan Atlanta, Inc. to ensure timely expenditure of the funds; and

WHEREAS, the projects have obtained the necessary environmental clearances from HUD and are
ready for implementation.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ATLANTA, GEORGIA, HEREBY ORDAINS, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. That the 2014 (Community Development Fund) Budget be amended as shown on
Attachment 1.

Section 2: That the Mayor or his designee is hereby authorized to enter into contractual agreements for
the following 2010 Emergency Shelter Grant (ESG) projects:
