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In 2013, City Council authorized the establishment of the Atlanta 
Homeless Continuum-of-Care (CoC) as its system wide entity for 
addressing homelessness in the City of Atlanta as well as authorized 
the incubation of 501c3 Partners for HOME to operate and administer 
the CoC.
